Currently, sustainable companies tend to be an anomaly; however, it seems likely that in the next few years, consumer demand for transparency and environmentally and socially responsible practices will pressure companies to adopt sustainable practices in some form. A big challenge for many companies will be to decide how they will do that. Through research and interviews with sustainable corporations and experts in environmental and sustainability management systems, I would like to build a decision analysis tool that could be used by companies to determine the best sustainable strategy/program for them to implement based on their goals and preferences. Potential alternatives for comparison include:  Natural Step, ISO 14001, OHSAS, a human rights/service program).  Once the tool is built, I would hope to test it through interviews with one or two large/small companies.
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
