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The need for effective materials recovery through recycling programs is evident. Solid waste disposal continues to increase paid for by taxpayer dollars and land resources. Meanwhile, market demand for recovered materials continues to grow. As local government decision makers consider how to improve community recycling programs, they need to know how residents will respond to various improvements in recycling programs to determine which decisions are worth more than others. This study will investigate residents’ willingness to pay for additional service (another convenience center or adding curbside service) or capacity (bins vs carts) in their local recycling programs. Surveys will be conducted to obtain the data. 
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
